APEPT Missionality 
 

You have been hearing the word “Missional” batted around here for 
almost two years.  In August we were challenged by Ed Stetzer to make 
our Small Groups more missional.  Wouldn’t it be great if there was a 
tool that would help identify your strengths and what you value the 
most?  Then we could group the like-minded people together and, using 
the blueprint that God has laid out, go and reach your community with 
the gospel of Jesus Christ.  That tool has arrived and it is called the 
APEPT Survey.  Based on Ephesians 4:11-12 the report generated from 
your survey answers will help you understand the gifted roles for which 
you are particularly suited.  Here is what we need you to do. 
 

First , we need every adult (ages 16+) to go to our website and click on 
the APEPT icon.  This will take you to a site where you will fill in per-
tinent information, then take a survey of 20 questions listing character-
istics you value the MOST and LEAST.  If you do not have access to 
the internet we have paper copies of the survey in the foyers that you 
can pick up and return to the designated bins or the church office. 
 

Second, make sure you do not miss APEPT Sunday on November 22.  
Dr. Curt Watke, the mastermind behind the Intercultural Institute for 
Contextual Ministry, will be preaching Sunday morning and then con-
ducting a workshop.  At the workshop we will go over your personal-
ized report and we will actually come up with some concrete ways for 
you to use your God-given gifts to reach specific people groups in the 
Owasso area. 
 

Third, get ready to see God use each team of people as they begin pre-
paring the venues, sharing the gospel, discipling believers and repro-
ducing new believers to reach the lost in 2010. I am excited to see al-
most two years worth of prep work begin to take shape, and YOU are 
the most important link in this APEPT chain.  Don’t wait, take the sur-
vey as soon as you can so we can begin printing the reports as we pre-
pare for APEPT Sunday.
